Scholarships are offered to study:

Specialization Studies, Master’s and PhD Degrees;
Medical Specializations;

Postgraduate Research;

Postdoctoral Fellowships;

Bachelor’s Degree and Postgraduate Mobility;

Art Production Fellowships;

High-level Conferences;

Fellowships for Mexicanologists;

Media Contributors Fellowships; and

Fellowships for visiting professors.

= Neither scholarships for preparatory courses nor scholarships
to take direct PhD Degrees (programs comprising Master’s and
PhD Degree), distance, open, and virtual learning programs will
be granted.

Scholarships are granted for one year and up to:

1 year for Specialization Studies.

2 years for Master’s Degree.

3 years for PhD Degree.

3 years for Medical Specializations and Sub-specializations

A term from 1 to 12 months for Postgraduate Research and Postdoctoral
Fellowships.

An academic course (three, four or six-month terms) for Bachelor’s Degree
and Specialization mobility programs.

WITHOUT FURTHER EXTENSION IN ALL CASES

The scholarship recipient must conclude his/her thesis and take the degree exam
during the stated term of the scholarship.

In the selection, preference shall be given to applicants that:

e Were not granted before with a scholarship of the Mexican

Government.

General Requirements

e Have Bachelors’, Master's, or PhD Degree Certificate, according to the
requested scholarship degree. Enclose copy.

e Have a minimum GPA of 8 on a 0 to 10 scale, in the last academic year.
If the scale is other than the stated, it is important to present its
equivalence.

o Acceptance letter of the intended study program proving the duration
and the start and end dates of the program, or proof of the approval
process, signed by a competent authority of the Mexican host
institution, in letterhead and with handwritten signature®.

e Meet all the requirements requested by the higher education
institution.

e Have the official application from his/her Government, in case of academic
scholarships. (Form )

e The mobility scholarships require having an academic acceptance
letter from the host institution and also an official letter from the home
institution stating the approval of the subjects’ course credits that will
be taken in Mexico.

e If the applicant speaks other language than Spanish, he/she must add a
proficiency in Spanish language -certificate, issued by a University or
Educational Institution that proves it.

e Enclose the application form among the deadlines: (Form)

e Meet the document and (specific requirements):

e Neither incomplete files nor original documents will be received, only
the health certificate.

academic years after the time they were granted.

process of naturalization, are offered with scholarships.

e The scholarship recipients will be registered as NON-IMMIGRANT,
STUDENTS in the Consular Section of the Embassy of Mexico in their
country or in the nearest Mexican Consulate.
