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The  purpose of  the  research  is  to  collect  lexical,  phonological  and  morphosyntactic 
information of Aymara that is still spoken in the District of Carumas (province of Mariscal 
Nieto,  department  of  Moquegua,  1130  km  south  of  Lima).  This  variety  was  briefly 
registered,  but  not  described  in  depth.  The  research  was  funded  by  the  Academic
