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The  purpose  of  this  research  is  to  provide  empirical  evidence  for  identifying  the 
situation of the academic writing of students who start the university life at PUCP. For  
this purpose, information through surveys, interviews and focus group during 2009 in 
General Studies-Arts (first stage) and 2010 in General Studies-Science (second stage) was 
collected. The project was funded by the Academic Affairs Office – Academic Support 
Office (PUCP.)
